to end youth homelessness

Homeless youth and youth aging out of the foster care system lack family support and permanent homes.  They are often truly on their own.

Like their peers, youth aging out of care/runaway and homeless youth need adults and resources they can depend on.

Youth age 21 and under who are on their own are the fastest growing homeless population in our study. (Wilder Research)
On any given night, an estimated 2,500 Minnesota youth experience homelessness. This includes an estimated 550 minor youth ages 17 and under; and 1,950 young adults age 18     through 21. These numbers are conservative estimates; the number of unaccompanied youth is likely considerably higher.

· 47% of all homeless Minnesotans are children and youth age 21 and younger
· 52% of youth were living in situations that fit the definition of long-term homeless as defined by the State of Minnesota

· 24% slept outside at least one night in October 2009
· 40% homeless youth 21 and under are from greater Minnesota

Make the Connection- Homeless Youth and Youth Aging Out of Care
64% of Minnesota’s homeless youth report previous experience in a foster home, group home, treatment center, or correctional facility.

When youth have the support they need, they have a greater opportunity to develop into self-sufficient contributing members of our community.  When all of Minnesota’s youth have this support our community as a whole will be better off.
